At present PCs are provided with UPS power, but the telescope system is not under UPS; so
when power fails but before the backup generator starts, the telescope tracking stops forcing the
observation done so far to be dumped out without storing, thus losing the data collected so far.

If the Arbitrator be the Head of the Purchase Office,

1) In the event of his being transferred or vacating his office by
resignation or otherwise, it shall be lawful for his successor-in-
office either to proceed with the reference himself, or to
appoint another person as arbitrator, or,

ii)In the event of his being unwilling or unable to act for any reason, it
shall be lawful for the Head of the Purchase Office to appoint another
person as arbitrator or,

(b) If the Arbitrator be a Person appointed by the Head of the Purchase
Officer:-

In the event of his death, neglecting or refusing to act, or resigning or
being unable to act for any reason, it shall be lawful for the Head of the
Purchase Office either to proceed with reference himself or to appoint another
person as arbitrator in place of the outgoing arbitrator. Subject as aforesaid,
the Arbitration Act, 1940 and the rules there under and any statutory
modifications thereof for the time being in force shall be deemed to apply to
the arbitration proceedings under this clause. The Arbitrator shall have the
power to extend with the consent of the Purchaser and the Contractor the time
for making a publishing the award. The venue of Arbitration shall be the
place as the Purchaser. In his absolute discretion may determine. Work under
the contract shall if reasonably possible, continue during Arbitration
proceedings.

Where Counter Terms and Conditions/printed or cyclostyled conditions have
been offered by the Supplier, the same shall not be deemed to have been
accepted by the Purchaser, unless specific written acceptance thereof is
obtained.

SECURITY FOR PURCHASER’S MATERIAL(S):

Successful Tenderer will have to furnish in the form of a Bank Guarantee or
any other form as called for by the Purchaser towards adequate security for
the materials/property provided by the Purchaser for the due execution of the
Contract.
