Details of IIAP NetworkCurrent Network Layout

The Following observations were reported by the network auditor:

 Cabling was not done properly at switches. Will be difficult in troubleshooting 
while any connectivity problems. Most of the cabling especially in the 2nd floor 
and above have to be changed.

 IIAP Current Network Cabling consists of fiber uplinks to four blocks.

  Two Cat 5/Gigabit Ethernet uplink to two different blocks.

  The IIAP network cabling doesn’t consist of any link redundancy.

 Unmanageable Switches across the campus, may cause single broadcast 
domain in one physical location. Can result in congestion in network in case of 
Virus / Malicious Activities / Broadcast as segmentation in network is not 
possible



  There is no labeling and dressing of the I/O ports and the cabling hence 
making it difficult for administrator to troubleshoot.

  The placement & location of the switches are not kept in a ventilated room.

  Cabling can only suffice for data.

  The main building/Annexe was affected due to surge/lightening, due to which 
most of the ports in the switches have gone bad and cannot be repaired.

For better performance and Network in place

1. The Existing cabling is too old and lot of cables have gone bad due to 
lightening, And the one which are working are too slow(10mbps).Presently as 
part of the data centre work the ground and first floor(comp centre area) the 
Cat 6 cables(1/10g) have been relayed.

         The same has to be done to the annex building, cause we'll be hosting the              

 distribution switches in the 2nd floor(Annex building), which'll be connected 

 through fibre to different blocks of the institute.

2. The Core switches will be consisting of Cisco 4510RE switch with one 
supervisor engine and twelve port SFP modules, which we are procuring.


 And for the other phase we need 4 2960S.

3. The distribution layer will consist of CISCO 2960S series of switches.

 For which the indents have been placed.

4. CISCO 2960 S series have a special benefit of Flex-Stack where all the switches 
as a single unit and making it fault resiliency and greater performance.

5. The Uplink connectivity will be provided by fiber cables which are drawn from 
core switch(4510RE). Uplink redundancy will be provided from the core 
switches to the distribution switches.

1. DEFINITIONS : 

                  a.) The terms 'Purchaser' shall mean the Director, Indian Institute of Astrophysics, Bangalore -560 034. 

                  b.) The term 'Contractor' shall mean, the person, firm or company with whom or with which the order of stores is placed and shall be 
deemed to include the Contractor's successors, representative, heirs, executors and administrators unless excluded by the contract. 

                  c.) The 'Stores' shall mean that contractor agrees to supply under the contract as specified in the Purchase Order including erection Plants 
and machinery and subsequent testing, should such as condition be included in the Purchase Order. 

                  d.) The terms 'Purchase Order' shall mean the communication signed on behalf of the Purchaser by an Officer duly authorized inimating 
the acceptance on behalf the Purchaser on the terms and conditions mentioned or referred to in the said communications accepting the tender or offer 
of the contractor for supply of stores or plant, machinery or equipment or part thereof. 

 

2. PRICES : 

                  Tenders, offering firm prices will be preferred, where a price variation clause is insisted upon by a tenderer, quotations with a reasonable 
ceiling should be submitted. Such offers should variably be supported by the base price taken into account at the time of tendering and also the 
formula for any such variations. 

 

3. DUTY EXEMPTION :

For a period of (12) twelve months after the acceptance of the stores, if any defects are discovered therin or any defects therin found 
to have developed under proper use arising from faulty stores, design or workmanship, contractor shall remedy such defects at his own cost provided 
he is called upon to do so within a period of 14 months from the date of acceptance thereof by the purchaser who shall state in writing in what respect 
the store or any part thereof are faulty. 

                   c.) If in the opinion of the purchaser, it becomes necessary to replace or renew any defective stores such replacement or renewal shall be 
made by the Contractor free of all costs to the purchaser provided the notice informing the contractor of the defect is given by the purchaser in this 
regard within the said 14 months from the date of acceptance thereof. 

                   d.) Should the contractor fail to rectify the defects, the purchaser shall have the right to reject or repaid or replace at the cost of the 
contractor the whole or any portion of the defective stores. 

                   e.) The decision of the purchaser, not withstanding any prior approval of acceptance or inspection thereof on behalf of the purchaser, as 
to whether or not the stored supplied by the contractor are defective or any defects has developed within the said period of 12 months or as to 



whether the nature of the defectives required renewal or replacement shall be final, conclusive and binding on the contractor. 

                  f.) To fultill guarantee conditons outlined in Clause 5(a) to (d) above, the contractor shall, at the option of the purchaser, furnish a Bank 
Guarantee (as prescribed by the purchaser) from a Bank approved by the purchaser for an amount equivalent to 10% of the value of the contract 
along with first shipment documents. On the performance and completion of the contract in all respects, the Bank Guarantee will be rerutned to the 
contractor without any interest. 

                   g.) All the replacement stores shall also be guaranteed for a period of 12 months from the date of arrival of stores at Purchaser's site. 

                  h.) Even while the 12 months guarantee applied to all stores in case where a greater period is called forth by our specifications then such 
a specification shall apply; in such cases the period of 14 months referred to in Para 5(b) and (c) shall be 'asked for' guarantee period plus two 
months. 

 

6. PACKAGING, FORWARDING AND INSURANCE : 

                        The Contractor will be held responsbile for the stores being sufficiently and properly packed for transport by rail, road, sea or air, to 
withstand transit hazards and ensure safe arrival at the destination. The packing and marking of packing shall be done by and at the expenses of the 
contractor. The Purchaser will not pay separately for transit insurance, all risks in transit being exclusively of the contractor and the Purchaser shall 
pay only for such stores as are actually received in good condition, in accordance with contract. 

 

7. TEST CERTIFICATE : 

                  Wherever required Test Certificate should be sent along with the relevant dispatch documents. 

 

8. ACCEPTANCE OF STORES : 

                  a) The Stores shall be tendered by the contractor for inspection at such places as may be specified by the purchaser at the Contractor's 
own risk, expenses and cost.

9. REJECTION OF STORES : 

                  Rejected stores will remain at the destination at the Contractor's risk and responsibility, if instructions for their disposal are not received 
from the Contractor within a period of 14 days from the date of receipt of the advice or rejection, the Purchaser or his representative has, at his 
discretion the right to scrap or seal or consign the rejected stores to the Contractor's address at the Contractor's entire risk and expense, freight being 
payable by the Contractor at actuals.  

10. DELIVERY PERIOD :

                  The Contractor shall warrant and be deemed to have warranted that all stores supplied against this contact are free and clean of 
infringement of any patent, copy right or trade mark, and shall at all time indemnify the purchaser against all claims which may be made in respect of 
the stores for infringement of any right protected by patent, registration of design or trade mark and shall take all risk of accidents of damage which 
may cause a failure of the supply from whatever cause arising and the entire responsibility for sufficiency of all the means used by him for the 
fulfillment of contract. 

 

15. ARBITRATION: 

                  In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under these conditions contained in the purchase order in connection with this 
contract, (except as to any matters the decision of which is specially provided for by these condtions), the same shall be referrred to the sole 
aribitration of the Head of the Institution or of some other person appointed by him.
